The possibility of a collision with another equine, another animal, a person, or an object.
The potential of an equine activity participant to act in a negligent manner that may contribute to injury, death, or loss to the person of the participant, or to other persons,
including, but not limited to failing to maintain control over an equine or failing to act within the ability of the participant.
Neither CRSHA, the Organizing committee of the show, officials, volunteers, members or agents shall in any way be liable for any accident, injury, damage, loss or for any matter that may
happen to exhibitors, competitors, owners, agents, or to anyone on the grounds or to any animal or article brought to the grounds. It is to be understood and agreed that by making an entry to the
CRSHA , all exhibitors, competitors, owners, agents, and representatives acknowledge that equestrian sports involve inherent risk and do hereby indemnify and hold harmless the CRSHA,
directors, officers, members, and volunteers from and against any an all loss, costs, or expenses, or any claim thereof whatever nature arising or to arise for and on account, or by reason of
participation.
